cables and conductors supplying electric power and service, and |
as the electric dlstribution transformer statioﬁs and service
connection points are located on the surface grade, fills within
the areas of the said easements and upon the lands adjacent thereto
which will demage or which will interfere with the installation,
maintenance, ovweration, and replacement of the electric cables,
focilities and equipment, and the supplying of service froh such
equipment are also pronibited. The electric utility will be reim-
bursed by the owner(s) for any reasonable cost of relocating,
additionslto, or changes in its facllities occasloned by changes
in grade, replat of lots, or change in usage designated in these
protective and restrictlve covenants, A1l owners of lots shall
enter into a standard agreement wlth the electric utility for
the installation of their underground service laterals and/or
electric service entrance conductors of adeguate capacity."The
terms of the electric power easements shell remain in existance

so long a&s the sald easements are being used by the electric
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utility 4o supply clectric power and sald casements shall extend
beyond the limitations of tcrmindting clauses as may or may not

ve sob oul clsowhere in these protective and restrlctiive covenants.

AMENDMENTS: There shall be no change In the Bill of Assurances,

either by terminatlion or amendment unless such change has been agreéd

to by each utility having. facllities situated 4in this addition.
